Lola Barrow  made a motion to approve the Consent Agenda consisting of minutes of the Regular Meeting on August 11, 2015. Brian Walton seconded the motion and the same carried unanimously.
Lola Barrow made a motion to call for a Public Hearing to establish a proposed tax rate of  $0.3345 and set date for first Public Hearing for Tuesday, September 8, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. Joe Garcia seconded the motion and the same carried unanimously. 
Mayor Hass appointed Chris Bell, Clinton Hale, and Brian Walton to the salary committee. They will meet and report back to the Council with their recommendations.

Joe Garcia made a motion to approve the recommendation from the Planninig & Zoning Commission and conduct first reading of Ordinance 2015-16 on the proposed zone change of Lot 9, Block 1, Dixon Addition, City of Dalhart, Dallam County, Texas from R-3 Residential to Special Use Zoning to place a manufactured home. The property is located at 113 Tenessee and the property owner is Mirla Gonzalez. Danny Smallwood seconded the motion and the same carried unanimously.
Danny Smallwood made a motion to table the next igenda item,to approve the recommendation from the Planning & Zoning Commission and conduct the first reading of Ordinance 2015-17 on the proposed zone change of Lot 5, Block 77, Dalhart Original Townsite, City of Dalhart, Dallam County, Texas from R-3 Residential to Special Use Zoning to place a manufactured home. The property is located at 222 Peach and the property owner is Ever Hermasillo. The manufactured home Hermasillo had chosen was sold therefore he will continue with the request at a later date. Joe Garcia seconded the motion and the same carried unanimously.

Lola Barrow made a motion to award the bid for water system improvements to Amarillo Utility Contractors, Inc. in the amount of $497,750.20 and the project be completed within 200 calendar days. Danny Smallwood seconded the motion and the same carried unanimously.

The next agenda item was to consider and act upon a request from St Anthony’s Catholic Church to designate a portion of  Texas Blvd in front of the church as "no parking". Terri Hein, representative from the Catholic Church, was present to answer any questions the Council might have. Danny Smallwood made a motion to table this agenda item until the Council can study the request and decide what portion of Texas Blvd should be changed. Joe Garcia seconded the motion and the same carried unanimously.

City Manager Stroud presented members of the Council with information on a possible property purchase located at 1901 E. 16th Street. Any Councilmember interested was invited to tour the property at the close of the meeting. Danny Smallwood made a motion to table this agenda item until each Councilmember has had a chance to visit the site and been able to have questions or concerns answered. Lola Barrow seconded the motion and the same carried unanimously.

Joe Garcia made a motion to call for the first Public Hearing on annexation on October 13, 2015 at 6:15 pm and call for the second Public Hearing on October 27, 2015 at 6:15 pm. Danny Smallwood seconded the motion and the same carried unanimously.
There being no further business, Zelda Lang made a motion to adjourn. Lola Barrow   seconded the motion and the same carried unanimously.
